2. GAME SETUP

2.1 PRE-GAME INSTALLATION

Remove the game from the shipping container. Included with
the game is an envel ope containing the game keys, SYSTEM
INSTALL CD, andManual. Connect thewall cord toagrounded
(3-terminal) ACwall outlet.

The following precautions should be followed when installing
thegame:

»  Avoid rough handling of the game; the picture tubeisfrag-
ile
* Ingtall thegameon alevel surface.

» Avoid ingtalling the game where it will receive excessive
sunlight or heat, to protect the game from rising internal
temperatures.

e Donatinstall inadamp or dusty location.
»  For ashort timeafter connecting the power to the game, the
picture may betemporarily distorted.

Themonitor’spurity isaffected by the Earth’ smagnetic
fidd, causingavariation of color. By turningthegame on for 10
or 15 seconds and then off for 20 or 30 minutes the automatic
degaussing circuit applies a degaussing field around the edges
of the monitor. Doing this a number of times will correct the
problem.

Another way to correct the problem is to purchase a
degaussing cail or bulk tape eraser at any electronicsstore. This
will help to immediately demagnetize the video tube. Caution
must beused with adegaussing coil sothat themagnetic field of
the degaussing cail is not allowed to become too intense at any
one place on the picture tube, thereby causing alocalized color
distortion.

If youmovethegameto ancther locati on after degauss-
ing thedistortion may reappear. Refer to thevideo monitor manual
for details.

The game monitor isproperly adjusted before shipping.
If there are any adjustmentsnecessary, refer to the video monitor
manual. Thismanual containsall the manufacturersrecommen-
dationsfor adjusting the video monitor.

Primary monitor adjustments are located behind the faux coin
door.
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2.2 On/Off Switch

The On/Off switch islocated on thetop of the
machinein theback right hand corner.

3. ARCADE SETUPMENU

coin-door toaccesstheARCADE SETUPMENU. Thetest
button can be accessed without opening the faux coin-door by
pressing the coin-return button. If you want to limit accessto
the TEST button, open the faux coin door and control panel,
loosen the nut on the back of the TEST button and moveiit to
theleft. Besureto retighten thenut.

3.1 SOUND VOLUME

This menu option alows you to set the Sound Volume level be-
tween one and ten. To adjust, highlight Sound Volume on the
ARCADE SETUPMENU (Fig. 3-1) and movethejoystick tothe
left or right. Sound for the entire system can be turned off by

setting thevalueto ZERO.

3.2 GAME CONFIGURATION MENU

dipswitch settings for each game.
